SAN DIEGO NOTES 

• Clayton Richard has worked 5.0-or-more innings in 21 of his 23 starts this season, allowing two or fewer earned runs 
in nine of those outings…owns a 2-4 record with a 3.41 ERA (23 ER, 60.2 IP) in his 10 career starts vs. SF at Petco 
Park.  

• Eric Hosmer logged his first extra-base hit since homering on July 14 vs. CHC…is riding an eight-game hitting streak 
(10-for-29, .345), his longest streak as a Padre…his 24 doubles this season are the most on the team. 

• Travis Jankowski tallied his 16th multi-hit game of the season…is hitting .368 (7-for-19) with two doubles in his last 
seven games vs. SF. 

 
 

SAN FRANCISCO NOTES 

• With the win today, the Giants earned their fourth sweep of the season and first since brooming the Diamondbacks 
in a three-game set (June 29-July 1) at Chase Field. 

o  The club is now 8-5 against the Padres this season.   

• Dereck Rodriguez worked a career-high-tying 7.0 IP while throwing a career-high 112 pitches in today’s outing… 
remains 5-1 on the season with a 2.59 ERA (19 ER, 66.0 IP), which ranks first among NL rookie pitchers.  

o Has allowed two runs or fewer in each of his last six starts, posting a 1.60 ERA (7 ER, 39.1 IP) over that 
time.  

o The Giants are 8-2 overall when he’s on the mound as a starter. 

• Andrew McCutchen belted his 11th home run of the season…is 8-for-18 (.444) with three homers in his career 
against Clayton Richard. 

• Evan Longoria logged his second triple of the year and first since May 30 at COL…is 7-for-24 (.292) with a double, 
a triple and an RBI since being reinstated from the DL on July 26.  

• Gorkys Hernandez extended his hitting streak to three consecutive games and has recorded an RBI in each of 
those games.
