SATURDAY. IN THE PARK: The Padres fell 4-2 to the Rockies last night, pushing
SD's record vs. COL this season to 8-10 overall and 4-5 at Petco Park...San Diego
has won four of its last five games, and they've gone 4-6 in their last 10 contests...last
night, starter Robbie Erlin worked 5.1 innings and allowed four runs (earned) on seven
hits...he fanned a season-high and a career-high-tying seven batters, allowing just one
walk...Wil Myers and Austin Hedges doubled, and the Padres' two runs came from
two solo homers off the bat of Hunter Renfroe...it was his first multi-home run game
this season and the fifth of his career.

SERIESLY: A victory today would clinch back-to-back home series wins for San Diego
(done just once before this season when SD won three straight home series from May
28-June 6 vs. MIA, CIN and ATL)...a win would also clinch their first series victory at
home vs. COL since June 3-5, 2016.

NIX'N MATCH: Starter Jacob Nix looks to continue his work from his last start on
Aug. 28 vs. SEA, in which he pitched 8.1 innings of eight-hit ball, allowing just one run
(earned) with no walks and no strikeouts...he became the second Padres pitcher in club
history to work 8.1-or-more innings and not fan a single batter or allow a walk (first being
Randy Jones on May 30, 1976 when he worked 10.0 innings in a complete game win
vs. SF)...Nix has received two-or-more runs of support in two of his four career starts,
and when he gets them, he is 2-0 with a 0.63 ERA (1 er, 14.1 ip).

PITCHES/BATTERS FACED: In the second-half of the season, Padres hurlers have
used 3.79 pitches per batter faced, which are the fourth-fewest of any pitching staff in
the majors since then (behind SEA's 3.70, TEX's 3.77 and PIT's 3.77).

DARE YOU TO HIT IT: In five games since the beginning of this homestand on Aug.
28 vs. SEA, Padres pitchers have held opposing bats to a .196 clip (35-for-179) and
have a 1.65 ERA (9 er, 49.0 ip).

AND I'M FREE FALLIN': Friars with notable numbers vs. opposing starter Kyle
Freeland: A.J. Ellis (.600, 3-for-5), Austin Hedges (.429, 3-for-7 with a double and a
walk), Wil Myers (.375, 3-for-8 with a doubles and a walk), Jose Pirela (.375, 3-for-8
with one walk) and Hunter Renfroe (.333, 4-for-12 with one HR).

GONE STREAKIN': Hunter Renfroe has hitin a career-high nine straight games, batting
.359 (14-for-39) since August 23 with two 2B, five HR and 11 RBI...Franmil Reyes is
also riding a career-high seven-game hitting spree (.400, 8-for-20 with four HR).

STAYING VIGILANT: The Rockies have the highest extra-base taken percentage this
season than any other team (47 percent), which is how often a runner will advance more
than one base on a single hit and more than two bases on a double, when possible.

SCORING ON THE SINGLE: When a single is hit with a runner on second base, the
Padres have scored just 61 times this season, which are the fewest of any club in the
majors...COL has scored 85 times in such scenarios, which tie for eighth-most in the ML.

PADRES ON DECK: Last night for El Paso (AAA), C Francisco Mejia had a triple and
a home run in five at-bats with two RBI...LF Josh Naylor went 2-for-5 with his 17th
homer for three RBI and two runs scored for San Antonio (AA)...CF Edward Olivares
went 2-for-4 with a double, a stolen base, a RBI and two runs scored for Lake Elsinore
(A), and SS Gabriel Arias went 3-for-5 with a RBI and three runs scored for Fort Wayne
(A)...with two games to play in the regular season, both San Antonio and Fort Wayne
have a magic number of one to reach the post-season.

#63 RHP Jacob Nix (2-2, 4.05) @jakenix33 @

YOU'RE ABOUT TO BE NIXED: 22-year-old RHP Jacob
Nix is set to make his fifth-career start and second against
the Colorado Rockies...in his last appearance vs. the
Rockies (on Aug. 22 @ COL), he worked 5.0 innings and
allowed three runs (earned) on five hits...he was saddled
with the loss, despite walking just one and holding Rockie
bats to a .250 clip in Denver.

LAST TIME OUT: In his last start (Aug. 28 vs. SEA), Nix
tossed 8.1 IP of one-run ball with no strikeouts and no
walks, tossing just 79 pitches.

e He became the second Padres pitcher in club history
to work 8.1-or-more innings and not fan a single batter
or allow a walk (first being Randy Jones on May 30,
1976 when he worked 10.0 innings in a complete game
win vs. SF).

e Became the sixth pitcher since 2000 to work at least
8.0 innings without recording a strikeout or a walk (also:
Porcello, Lohse, Hunter, Verlander and Pineiro).

NIX. ON HIS LAST OUTING: "Being selfish, | want to
finish that game," Nix said. "...one day I'll go nine. Maybe
I'll mix in some punchouts, too."

STATCASTED: Has relied on four pitches: four-seamer
(64.6%), curve (20%), changeup (13.4%) and slider
(2%)...his fastball averages at 93.1 mph, and opposing
bats are hitting just .077 against his changeup.

DOESN'T NEED MUCH: Nix has received two-or-more
runs of support in two of his four career starts...when he
gets them, he is 2-0 with a 0.63 ERA (1 er, 14.1 ip).

SPLITIT UP: In his four starts, lefties have gone 13-for-43
(.302) against Nix, while righties have hit .243 (9-for-37).

PUT THE NAIL IN THE COFFIN: When Nix has two
strikes on a batter, opposing hitters have a .176 clip (ML
average in such scenarios is .174).

GET THE FIRST GUY: When facing the first batter of an
inning, opposing batters are hitting .143 (3-for-21) with a
double and three strikeouts.

FEW FREE PASSES: Among rookies who have made
at least four starts, Nix's 2.25 walks per nine innings is
the fifth-best mark this year.

HAVE A DEBUT: Nix had his contract selected from El

Paso (AAA) on August 10 vs. PHI, becoming the 13th

Padre to make their ML Debut this season and the fifth

to do so as a starting pitcher.

e Became the first Padre to toss 6.0-or-more scoreless
innings in his debut since Odrisamer Despaigne on
June 23, 2014 @ SF (7.0 innings).

ANDY GREEN, PRIOR TO NIX'S DEBUT: “A /ot of
people clam up in those moments. They get really, really
quiet. They get really anxious and really nervous...we're
human beings, and it's the moment you've been dreaming
of your whole life...but he was talking all day. He came in
my office, sat down, and you could tell he was comfortable
in his own skin...he was bigger than this moment."
