
THE TWINS: Beat the Yankees last night in Tampa by a score of 2-1...Phil Hughes (1-0) was the starter and winner, allowing one 
run on four hits in 4.0 innings pitched, his only run allowed being a home run by Tyler Austin in the fourth inning...Ryan Pressly, 
Adalberto Mejía, Tyler Kinley and Gabriel Moya all combined for 5.0 scoreless innings of relief...the offense recorded six hits, and 
scored both their runs on a Bobby Wilson two-run homer in the second inning.

TODAY’S STARTING PITCHER:  Lance Lynn was signed to a one-year contract by the Twins on March 12 and will be making his first 
start this spring...the 30-year-old is in his ninth career major league spring training, the previous eight coming with St. Louis...the 
right-hander posted a record of 11-8 with a 3.43 ERA (186.1 IP, 71 ER), 78 walks and 153 strikeouts in a career-high 33 starts for 
the Cardinals in 2017, a year after missing the entire 2016 campaign due to right elbow ligament replacement surgery...ranked 
among National League leaders in starts (T1st), ERA (3.43, 7th), batting average against (.223, 6th), H/9 IP (7.29, 6th), walks 
(78, 2nd), BB/9 IP (3.77, 2nd) and hit batsmen (T5th, 10) in 2017...since 2012, he is one of 10 MLB pitchers to record double-digit 
wins and 150 strikeouts over the last five seasons (2012-17)...Clayton Kershaw, Max Scherzer, Chris Sale & Gio Gonzalez have six.

LYNN-SANITY: The Twins announced today that they have signed right-handed pitcher Lance Lynn to a one-year contract worth 
$12 million...Lynn has played six seasons with St. Louis, from 2011-17, missing 2016 recovering from ligament replacement 
surgery on his right elbow.  His 33 starts last season tied him for the NL-lead...the 2012 National League All-Star has made 183 
career appearances (161 starts), going 72-47 with a 3.38 ERA (977.2 IP, 367 ER), 369 walks and 919 strikeouts...the 6-foot-5, 
280-pound right-hander was originally drafted by the Cardinals in the first round (39th overall) of 2008 First-Year Player Draft 
out of the University of Mississippi.

BIRD CATCHERS:  Today marks the third of four meetings between the Twins and Orioles this spring...the Twins defeated the Orioles 
9-8 on March 6 at Hammond Stadium and Orioles drew a 1-1 tie on February 24 in Sarasota...the Twins went 0-2-1 against the 
O’s last spring...the Twins went 5-2 against Baltimore during the regular season in 2017, sweeping them 3-0 on the road May 
22-24...the Twins and Orioles will play seven times during the 2018 regular season, including the season opener March 29, 31 
and April 1...the Twins will host the Orioles for a four-game series July 5-8 at Target Field.

GRANITE, SOLID AS A ROCK: Zack Granite made his major league debut July 8, 2017 vs. Baltimore...he played in 40 games last 
season for the Twins, hitting .237 (22-for-93) with two doubles, one home run, 13 RBI and a .321 on-base percentage...he played 
a majority of the season with Triple-A Rochester and was named International League Postseason All-Star, becoming the first 
Red Wings outfielder to earn the honor since Jason Kubel in 2004...he was named 2016 Sherry Robertson Award winner as Twins 
minor league Player of the Year.

THE ARCHER: Fernando Rodney enters his 17th career spring training and first with the Twins after signing as a free agent on 
December 15, 2017 (one year contract with club option for 2019)...the Twins mark his ninth organization: Detroit (1999-2009), Los 
Angeles-AL (2010-11), Tampa Bay (2012-13), Seattle (2015), Chicago-NL (2015), Miami (2016), San Diego (2016) and Arizona 
(2017)...he ranks third among active saves leaders with 300, trailing only Francisco Rodriguez (437) and Huston Street (324).

#99 LOGAN MORRISON: Logan Morrison was signed to a one-year contract February 28 by the Twins...the left-handed hitting 
Morrison set career-highs with 38 home runs and 85 RBI in 2017 with Tampa Bay...in eight major league seasons with the Marlins 
(2010-13), Mariners (2014-15) and Rays (2016-17), Morrison has hit .245 (723-for-2953) with 122 home runs, 248 RBI and 
382 RBI in 864 games...attended Maple Woods CC in Missouri, the same school as Albert Pujols...has seven career multi-home 
run games, including three in 2017.

TRIMMING THE ROSTER: The Twins announced today that they have optioned left-handed pitchers Stephen Gonsalves and Adalberto 
Mejía and right-handed pitchers John Curtiss and Aaron Slegers to Triple-A Rochester...they have also optioned right-handed 
pitcher Fernando Romero to Double-A Chattanooga.

ROLL CALL:  The Twins have 48 players in camp (15 non-roster)...21 pitchers (3 non-roster), five catchers (5 non-roster), 13 infielders 
(5 non-roster) and nine outfielders (4 non-roster)...the oldest player in camp is Fernando Rodney (born 3/18/77) at 40-years-old.
