WIN AS A TEAM, LOSE AS A….: The Dodgers and Giants complete 

their rain-shortened two-game series this afternoon with Los Angeles 

looking to snap a four-game losing streak. Yesterday, the two squads 

battled for 14 innings with the Dodgers coming up on the wrong end of 

things in a game that saw them use all 24 available players (Alex Wood 

was under the weather at the hotel). The Dodgers fly home after the 

contest today and enjoy another off day Monday before beginning a five-

game homestand Tuesday night with the first of two against the Oakland 

Athletics in Interleague play. After an off day Thursday, the Boys in 

Blue take on the Arizona Diamondbacks next weekend, April 13-15.      
   

 The Dodgers and Giants split their first four games of the 

season at Dodger Stadium last week and it marked the first 

time in baseball history that there was a shutout in each game 

of a four-game series to open the season.   
 

 The Dodgers are off to their worst start since 1976, when the 

club dropped seven of its first eight games.  
 

 According to STATS, LLC, the Dodgers are 9-22 (.290) at 

AT&T Park since 2015 and 113-103 (.523) against every other 

team on the road in that time.  
 

CALIFORNIA DREAMIN’: Three-time Cy Young Award winner 

Clayton Kershaw will make his third start of the season this afternoon 

seeking his first victory of 2018. The last time Kershaw began a season 

with an 0-2 record was 2009 and he has been 0-3 just once in his career. 

That was in his rookie season of 2008 when he lost three starts from his 

Major League debut on May 25 to July 22, before recording his first-

career victory on July 27, 2008 vs. Washington.  
  

 Last season, Kershaw went 18-4, led the league in wins and 

won his fifth NL ERA crown (also: 2011-14) while also 

ranking among the big league leaders in strikeout-to-walk ratio 

(6.73, 3rd) and opponents’ OBP (.246, 2nd). He also ranked 

among the best in the senior circuit in winning percentage 

(.818, 2nd), WHIP (0.95, 2nd), opponents’ OPS (.604, 3rd), 

opponents’ batting average (.212, 4th), opponents’ SLG (.357, 

5th), strikeout per nine innings (10.39, 5th) and strikeouts (202, 

8th).  
 

 In 42 career games (41 starts) against the Giants, Kershaw has 

gone 22-10 with a 1.60 ERA (54 ER/303.1 IP) and has held 

hitters to a .195/.230/.276 slashline, while striking out 314 

batters against just 46 walks. According to Stats LLC., 

Kershaw’s ERA against San Francisco is the second lowest 

among NL pitchers in the live-ball era (since 1920) versus any 

opponent (min. 20 starts), behind Sandy Koufax, who posted 

a career 1.44 ERA against the Mets. 
 

 Kershaw is 13-4 with a 1.30 ERA (22 ER/152.0 IP) in 21 career 

games (20 starts) at AT&T Park in San Francisco. Los Angeles 

is 14-7 in those games and Kershaw has posted a 3.29 ERA (10 

ER/27.1 IP) in the four starts where he registered a loss. 

Kershaw’s 1.30 ERA at AT&T Park is by far the best of all-

time at the stadium, way ahead of reliever Robb Nen’s 1.89 

mark from 2000-02 (119.0 IP).  
 

CATCHING HEAT: The Dodger offense has been quiet to start the 

season with the exception of the catching duo of Yasmani Grandal and 

Austin Barnes, who have gotten off to solid starts:

SAY HEY TO THE THE MAN: Dodger infielder Chase Utley belted 

career home run no. 259 yesterday, tying him with Matt Kemp and 

Justin Upton for 207th on the all-time list, one behind Eric Chavez, Derek 

Jeter, Javy Lopez and Tim Wallach. Utley has now homered in 16 

different seasons and his 31 runs scored at AT&T Park are tied for 13th 

among all active players.  
 

POWER BALL: Dodger outfielder Matt Kemp has a history of 

slugging at AT&T Park as his .458 mark ranks eighth among active 

Giants’ opponents. Kemp’s 87 games played in San Francisco rank 

second among all players who have never worn a Giants’ uniform, 

trailing only Adrían González (88).   
 

FEARLESS LEADER: Two-years ago this week, Dodger skipper Dave 

Roberts made his Dodger managerial debut against the Padres and won 

his first big league game, leading the team to a 15-0 victory, which was 

the largest Opening Day win in Dodgers’ history. Roberts entered his 

third season as the Dodger manager, following a 2016 campaign in which 

he was named National League Manager of the Year and a 2017 season 

in which he piloted the Dodgers to their first NL pennant in 29 years.

 Roberts’ 15 Postseason victories are the second most by a big 

league manager in baseball history after his first two seasons, 

one shy of Mike Matheny (2012-13). 
 

A LOOK BACK: On this date in 2015, Adrián González went 4-for-

4 with three homers and four RBI against the Padres, becoming the first 

player in Major League history to slug five home runs in his team’s first 

three games of the season.  
 

 On this date in 1994, Atlanta Braves’ Kent Mercker no-hit the 

Dodgers, 6-0, becoming the fifth opposing pitcher to no-hit the 

Dodgers since they moved to Los Angeles. The game was also 

noteworthy because Dodger rookie pitcher Chan Ho Park 

made his Major League debut, pitching the ninth inning. 
 

WE LIKE HOMERS: Dodger first baseman Cody Bellinger collected 

his first hit of the season last Sunday with a two-run homer in the sixth 

inning. The homer was the 40th of Bellinger’s career, a milestone he 

reached in just 136 games, which, according to STATS, LLC is the third 

fewest number of contests needed to hit 40 all-time, trailing just Rudy 

York (129) and Mark McGwire (110). Bellinger and two-time Silver 

Slugger Award winner Corey Seager have both attained home run 

benchmarks very few have at their respective ages:

 Finished the regular season going 18-4 with a 2.31 ERA (45 ER/175.0 IP) and held the opposition to a .212/.246/.357 slash line in 27 starts 

 He finished the season leading the National League in wins (18, T-1st ML), ERA (2.31, 2nd ML), strikeout-to-walk ratio (6.73, 3rd ML) and 

opponents’ OBP (.246, 2nd ML)…also ranked among the best in the senior circuit in winning percentage (.818, 2nd), WHIP (0.95, 2nd), opponents’ 

OPS (.604, 3rd), opponents’ SLG (.357, 5th), strikeout per nine innings (10.39, 5th) and strikeouts (202, 8th) 

 Was placed on the DL from July 24-Sept. 1 with a lower back strain...prior to his stint on the DL, he went 15-2 with a 2.04 ERA in 21 starts and led 

the big leagues in wins, ERA and innings pitched (141.1 IP, T-1st)…returned from the DL on Sept. 1 and went 3-2 with a 3.48 ERA (13 ER/33.2 

IP) in six starts 

 Appeared in six games (five starts) in the postseason, going 3-0 with a 3.82 ERA (14 ER/33.0 IP) and held hitters to a .179 average…collected his 

seventh career postseason victory in Game 1 of the World Series against the Astros, collecting the most postseason wins in Dodger history

 Ranks among the Los Angeles leaders in wins (144, 5th, next: Claude Osteen - 147), 

strikeouts (2,120, 4th, next: Sandy Koufax-2,214) and innings (1,935.0, 7th, next: Sandy 

Koufax, 2119.2) 

 Playing in his 11th big-league season with a 2.36 ERA in 294 games (292 starts)…his career 

ERA is the lowest mark among pitchers with 1500.0 or more innings since 1920 (see table) 

 Was selected as the NL’s Most Valuable Player in 2014 and has been honored the Cy Young 

Award three times in his career (2011, 2013 and 2014)… has also won the Rawlings Golden 

Glove Award in 2011 and has been selected to the last five All-Star games (2011-2015) 

 Threw his first-career no-hitter on June 18, 2014 vs. Colorado, striking out a career-high 15 batters on 107 pitches in Dodgers’ 8-0 win…his 15 

K’s were the most ever for a Dodger in a no-hitter and, according to Elias Sports Bureau, the most by any pitcher in ML history that did not allow 

a runner to reach base via hit, walk or hit by pitch...became the 25th Dodger pitcher to throw a no-hitter 

 Reached the 200-strikeout mark in six consecutive seasons (2010-2015)…he is one of only three Dodgers with six or more seasons with more than 

200 Ks, joining Sandy Koufax (6) and Don Drysdale (6)…Kershaw and Koufax (1961-66) are the only ones to accomplish the feat in six 

consecutive seasons 

 Became the third different Dodger pitcher to win the pitching Triple Crown in 2011, joining Dazzy Vance (1924) and Sandy Koufax (1963, ’65, 

’66), leading the Majors with a 2.28 ERA, tying the NL lead with 21 wins and ranking first in the league with 248 strikeouts 

 

VS. SAN FRANCISCO: 

 Has a career record of 22-10 with a 1.60 ERA (54 ER/303.1 IP) in 41 starts against the Giants and has limited batters to a .195 average… has 

struck out 314 against 46 walks  

 In 2017, he went 3-0 with a 0.90 ERA (2 ER/ 20.0 IP) in three starts at AT&T Park… last pitched in San Francisco on Sept. 12, 2017 where he 

gave up one run on eight hits in 6.0 innings… struck out six against one walk on 91 pitches
